POLICY

1.00
GENERAL STATEMENTS

1.01 The Board of Trustees shall consist of six citizens elected by the college district.

2.00     TERM OF OFFICE

2.01 The term of office for board members shall be four years or until their successors

are duly elected and qualified.

2.02 The terms of office are so arranged that three members are elected each odd-

numbered year.

2.03 Vacancies

a. Any vacancy occurring on the board shall be filled through appointment 

by the remaining members of the board.

b. The person appointed shall serve the balance of the unexpired term.

3.00     MEMBERSHIP OF THE BOARD

3.01 Qualifications for Membership

a. Each candidate for membership to the Board of Trustees shall be a qualified elector of the community college district.

ELECTION OF THE BOARD

4.01 Procedures for Filing for Election

a. Persons desiring to be a candidate for election to the Board of Trustees shall 

file for such office with the County Clerk.
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b. For the name of the candidate to appear on the printed ballot, the declaration

shall be made before 12:00 noon June 1.

c. Each such filing shall be accompanied by a filing fee of five dollars ($5.00)

or by a petition signed by no fewer than fifty (50) electors residing in the

college district.

4.02 The General College Election

a. The general college election shall be held on the Tuesday succeeding the first Monday in November of odd-numbered year.  If a primary election is necessary, it will be held on the First Tuesday in August of odd numbered years.
b. The election shall be for the purpose of electing three members of the Board 

of Trustees and voting on other matters which shall properly be brought before the voters according to state law.

c. All qualified voters in the college district may vote in such election.

d. Notice for election shall be given as required by law.

4.03 Special Elections

a. In calling special elections, for any reason authorized by law, the procedures

      to be followed shall be those as set forth in the School Laws of Kansas.
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
