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NALOXONE POLICY
I. POLICY

1.00
GENERAL STATEMENT

1.1 The purpose of this policy is to establish guidelines and procedures governing the utilizations of the opioid antagonist naloxone (Narcan) administered by employees of Allen County Community College.
II. K.S.A. 65-6112 and K.A.R. 68-7-23 create standards governing the use and administration of emergency opioid antagonists approved by the U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) to inhibit the effects of opioids and for the treatment of an opioid overdose. Any student or employee is authorized to possess, store, and administer emergency opioid antagonists, provided that all personnel with access to emergency opioid antagonists are trained in proper protocol.

SPECIFIC STATEMENT

2.01
Training: First Aid for opioid overdose may be obtained through the American Red Cross online.  Training for staff on identifying opioid overdose and administering naloxone will occur annually.

Procurement: The College will procure naloxone through Allen County Emergency Management under their standing orders.

Storage: Naloxone will be clearly marked and stored in an accessible place at the discretion of the College. Naloxone will be stored in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions to avoid extreme cold, heat, and direct sunlight. Narloxone will be inspected regularly for expiration date.

Protocols: In case of a suspected opioid overdose, the person administering narloxone shall follow the protocols outlined in the naloxone training:

· Call 911;

· Administer rescue breathing;

· Prepare and administer naloxone;

· Continue rescue breathing;

· Give another dose of naloxone in 2-3 minutes if no response or minimal breathing or responsiveness;

· Comfort them, as withdrawal can be unpleasant;

· Inform EMT staff that narloxone was administered; and

· Encourage survivors to seek treatment.
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
