POLICY

1.00
GENERAL STATEMENTS

1.01 Instructors shall determine the number and type of examinations to be     administered in their classes.  Instructors shall decide what portion of the student’s grade will be based on exams.

2.00
SPECIFIC STATEMENTS

2.01 Whether students will be permitted to take special or make-up examinations

is left to the discretion of the individual instructor.

2.02 Final examinations are considered a part of each course and are given at the close

of each term.  All students are required to take the examination.

2.03 All final examinations are to be conducted at such time and place as designated

by the Vice President for Academic and Student Affairs.

2.04 The college has an established “dead” period during final examinations each

semester.  During this “dead” period, there will be no school sponsored extra-curricular activities except as may be scheduled in state, regional, district and 

national competition.
2.05 During final examination days no committee or faculty/staff meetings will be 

called unless deemed necessary by the president for the smooth operation of 

the college.

2.06 This “dead” period will be during the week of final examinations.
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
