POLICY

1.00
GENERAL STATEMENT

1.01
The Dean for Outreach Education, under the direct supervision of the Vice President for Academic and Student Affairs, shall be responsible and held accountable for delivery of instructional and support services in all off-campus, outreach training and instruction.

2.00
SPECIFIC STATEMENTS

2.01
Instructional and training opportunities shall be planned, organized, developed, and delivered to meet the needs of students and the outreach centers.

2.02
All instructional and support services shall be offered with the same quality and equal commitment as classes on campus.  All outreach personnel shall be as well qualified to hold positions as the minimum requirements for personnel on campus.

2.03
Programs and courses of study will be offered that make it possible to receive degrees or certificates in one or more outreach centers that equal most offerings on campus.  Exceptions will include programs that due to interest and equipment/supply cost prohibit the college from offering the courses at multiple centers.

2.04
The college encourages students to enroll in more than one center in seeking the degree or certificate through the outreach program.
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
