POLICY

1.00
GENERAL STATEMENT

1.01 Allen County Community College strives to meet the service area needs for

continuing education and community service.  Believing that the college is a part of the educational services and benefits of the area served by the local U.S.D., the Board does not authorize the payment of rent for U.S.D. facilities in delivering its services.

PROCEDURE

SPECIFIC STATEMENTS

2.01
The college views its relationship with each Unified School District as a partnership in delivery of postsecondary educational services.

2.02
The Board of Trustees authorizes the administration to make limited payments for offsetting certain costs associated with college instruction being offered at the Unified School District.  Such cost payments must be agreed to by the college and U.S.D. officials prior to billing the college.  These costs may include photocopies, telephone usage, and other reasonable pre-agreed upon cost.

2.03
The Board of Trustees authorizes the administration to pay once in the fall, once in the spring, and once in the summer, a payment of one dollar ($1.00) per credit hour for each student enrolled and remaining in the course through the state count date at each Outreach Center located in an area Unified School District.  Such payment shall be made through a collected assessed student fee paid by the student.*

2.04
The purpose of this payment shall be to assist each U.S.D. serving as an Outreach Center for Allen County Community College in paying for maintenance and utilities associated with college instructional services.

*Allen County Community College leases a facility for instruction from the Burlingame Unified School District (ACCC-Osage County Center).  Due to lease of this facility from the Burlingame Unified School District and the operation of 
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the Osage County Center, no additional payment shall be made to Burlingame Unified School District.
