GRADING SYSTEM

I.
POLICY

1.00
GENERAL STATEMENTS

1.01
A traditional grading system using A, B, C, D, and F is used for credit courses at Allen County Community College.  "A" indicates work of exceptional quality; "B" indicates above average work; "C" average work; "D" work which is below average but carries credit; and "F" unsatisfactory work carrying no credit.  An Incomplete (I) is given when, for a valid reason, work cannot be completed as scheduled.  "P" pass/"F" fail grades are not calculated in the grading system.

2.0 SPECIFIC STATEMENTS

2.01
If a student withdraws from a course before the last day to drop, a grade of "W" is recorded.  

2.02 Quality of work is indicated by grade points calculated as follows:


Letter Grade

A - 4 honor points per credit hour


B - 3 honor points per credit hour


C - 2 honor points per credit hour


D - 1 honor point per credit hour


F - 0 honor points per credit hour


Incomplete Grade

I - 0 honor points


Withdrawal

W - 0 honor points


Pass/Fail Grade

P  - Pass, 0 honor points/not figured


F  - Fail, 0 honor points/not figured
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Audit


AU – 0 honor points

CR – 0 honor points

Grade point average is determined by dividing the total number of grade points earned by the total number of semester hours.  Withdrawal "W", Pass/Fail 
"P",
"F", and Incomplete "I" grades are disregarded in computing grade point average.

2.04 If a student repeats a course, the record of both the original and the repeated course will be retained on the student record, but only the honor points earned and the credit gained in the last retaking will be used in computing the cumulative grade point average.

2.05
Developmental courses attempted at the college or elsewhere will not meet requirements for graduation, nor will they count in the total hours necessary to meet minimum graduation accumulated hours.

2.06
By the end of the third semester of college, the student should visit the Registrar who will evaluate progress toward a degree and indicate to the student which specific requirements have not yet been met.  The student, in concert with the academic advisor, should review progress towards a degree each semester.
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
