POLICY

 GENERAL STATEMENT

1.01
Allen County Community College will accept transfer credits to be applied toward a degree.  Fifteen (15) credits applied toward graduation must be taken at Allen County Community College.

SPECIFIC STATEMENT

2.01
External and transfer credit would include credit for prior learning and hours transferred from other accredited institutions. Grades are also transferred from accredited institutions and are calculated in the cumulative grade point average.

Kansas Common Courses

The Kansas Board of Regents has approved a list of courses for guaranteed transfer among all Kansas public postsecondary institutions.  Courses from Allen County Community College are included on the list of approved courses.  The college also accepts course from other Kansas public postsecondary institutions from the list of common courses.  The complete list of courses may be accessed on the Kansas Board of Regents website.

Reverse Transfer

Students who transfer to a Kansas public university from Allen County Community College are eligible for reverse transfer, which allows for the attainment of any associate degree for which a student is eligible along the way to additional certificates and degrees. Within a student's first semester, those who transfer coursework from Allen County Community College will be notified if they are eligible to be considered for reverse transfer degree status, and which courses are needed to finish their Allen degree. Students who then complete the coursework for a given associate degree will be eligible to receive that degree, administered automatically by correspondence between the new institution and Allen County Community College.

Articulation Agreements 
Allen County Community College has developed articulation and 2+2 agreements with 4-year colleges and universities in the region. Through these agreements, students may complete a two-year degree program at Allen and transfer seamlessly into a four-year degree program at the college or university.  A complete list of articulation agreements will be made available on the Allen website.

Credit for Prior Learning 
Students may be eligible to receive college credit at Allen County Community College for prior learning.  Students may obtain credit for prior learning through CLEP, DSST, and AP standardized tests and military educational experience.
