POLICY

1.0 GENERAL STATEMENTS

1.01 Early Student Progress Reports are provided to help students better understand their individual status in a particular class.

2.0
SPECIFIC STATEMENTS

2.01
Grades are issued at the close of each semester; however, a progress report may be issued anytime to inform a student of his/her status in a class.
1.02
If a student's academic progress falls below satisfactory level, the instructors will issue an Early Student Progress (ESP) report.

1.03
Students who receive ESP’s should visit with their instructor, advisor, and Retention Specialist or Online Student Support Technician.  The Retention Specialist or Online Student Support Technician will assist the student in obtaining tutoring or other special assistance necessary.  The purposes of the ESP report is to give the student advance warning about poor academic progress and time to correct the situation.
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
