POLICY

1.00
GENERAL STATEMENT

1.01
The Board of Trustees does not permit a student to represent the college in any athletic or official activity if that student has been convicted of a felony or a class A or B misdemeanor, with the exception of 8-0262 (a) Driving while suspended, first conviction, and 40-3104 (g)(1) No proof of vehicle insurance, and is currently under legal probation or has been granted diversion.

SPECIFIC STATEMENTS

2.01
Students serving a legal probation or on diversion  from any city, county, or state in the United States or any foreign country resulting from a conviction or diversion listed above may not represent the college in athletics or activities during the period of probation or diversion.

2.02 Students serving such legal probation or diversion shall not be permitted to travel 
with the team or activities groups until the probationary or diversionary period is 
fulfilled.

2.03 No student may be offered or accept an athletic or activity scholarship while the 
student is serving such legal probation or diversion.  Students who begin a 
semester on scholarship and are subsequently placed on such probation or 
diversion shall continue to receive their scholarship benefits for the remainder of 
that semester, however they will not retain the scholarship in subsequent 
semesters until the probation or diversion has been served.

Coaches and sponsors are responsible to inform students of this policy.  Students are responsible to inform coaches and sponsors of their status regarding any legal probation or diversion.  The Athletic Director must be informed.  A student who fails to reveal that he/she is serving a probation or diversion will have their scholarship canceled immediately and will be subject to all other provisions of this policy.

Simply bringing charges against a student does not disqualify the student from participation in athletics or activities.  Students found guilty and placed on probation or accepting diversion from a felony or class A or B misdemeanor (with above exceptions) are not eligible until the probation or diversion is served to the court’s satisfaction.
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
