POLICY

1.00
GENERAL STATEMENT

1.01
Allen County Community College shall offer student support services appropriate 
to meet the mission, goals, and objectives of the institution.

2.00
SPECIFIC STATEMENTS

2.01
Counseling shall be available to students for personal and guidance services.  The 
college shall maintain counselors to meet the needs of the students.

2.02
Tutoring and study skills shall be offered to all those seeking additional assistance.

2.03
Developmental classes shall be offered and focus on developing basic skills in 
reading and study skills, mathematics, and English.

2.04
Testing, assessment, and placement are offered to promote student success.  All 
students enrolling in English or mathematics for the first time at the college shall 
take appropriate assessment.

2.05
The Student Success Center is a comprehensive facility combining programs and services for students seeking the GED and/or needing Adult Basic Education (ABE) skills.  This facility shall coordinate study skills improvement and tutoring through individual assistance and computer supported programs.  The services of the SSC shall be available to all students of the college.

The Learning Resource Center (Library) houses books, periodicals, microfilm, and has computer on-line services available to the faculty and students.

The ACCC Bookstore, "Devil's Den", is located in the Student Center. The 
bookstore shall carry textbooks, books, workbooks, and other college supplies.  A 
wide selection of merchandise, college apparel, and souvenirs shall be available.  
Hours shall be posted.
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
