RESIDENCY REQUIREMENTS

POLICY

1.00
GENERAL STATEMENT

1.01
Kansas state law requires that a student must have been a Kansas resident at least 
six months prior to enrollment date to be eligible for in-state residency.

2.00
SPECIFIC STATEMENTS

2.01
Residence is not legally established by simply residing in a given location.  
Significant factors which may be considered in determining intent to become a 
resident are payment of property taxes, purchase of license tags, location of 
employment, voter registration, and any other established ties with the community 
college district.

Special exceptions are made for students who are in any armed service of the 
United States; are employees of a community college; have special domestic 
relation circumstances; have graduated from a high school accredited by the State 
Board of Education within 12 months of enrollment at a community college and 
are entitled to admission at a state university pursuant to K.S.A. 72-116; or are 
domiciliary residents of the state, whose domiciliary residence was established in 
the state for the purpose of accepting, upon recruitment, retaining, or transfer by 
an employer, a position of full-time employment at a place of employment in 
Kansas.
