TOBACCO/ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES

I.
POLICY

1.00
GENERAL STATEMENT

1.01
The Board of Trustees discourages the use of tobacco or tobacco products as the Board supports the Surgeon General's warning on their use.  Alcoholic beverages are not permitted on the campus unless previously authorized by the Board of Trustees.

II.
PROCEDURE

2.00
SPECIFIC STATEMENTS

2.01
Tobacco usage of any kind is prohibited in all college buildings, including 
student housing, and vehicles.

2.02
Tobacco may be used by those 18 years of age or older outside college buildings.  No smoking is allowed outside college-owned buildings within a minimum of a ten foot radius of any doorway, open window, or intake leading into such buildings.
2.03
Students found using tobacco within a college building shall be subject to 
disciplinary measures.  Students under the age of 18 possessing tobacco or 
tobacco products violate Kansas law and shall be subject to disciplinary measures.

2.04
The use of alcoholic beverages or drugs on campus or at any college-sponsored activity is a violation of college policy unless previously authorized by the Board of Trustees.  Students under 21 years of age who use alcoholic beverages also violate Kansas Law. College officials may report violations to local authorities.  Students are subject to disciplinary action up to dismissal from college for violation of this policy.
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
